NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution Control District 
solicits public comment on the updating of Best Performance Standards for the following 
Stationary Source class and category of greenhouse gas emissions:

The District’s policy for addressing GHG emissions under the California  
Environmental Quality Act requires that BPS be periodically re-evaluated for incorporation 
of newly identified GHG emission reduction measures, if available.  The District is 
performing a re-evaluation of the existing Best Performance Standards (BPS) for the 
subject class and category of greenhouse gas emission source and is soliciting public 
input on the following topics:: 
 

 Recommendations regarding technologies to be evaluated by the District, when re-
evaluating Best Performance Standards for the subject Class and Category.  
Based on a preliminary screening, the District is currently considering the following 
GHG emission control specifications as applicable to this class and category:: 

 

− Minimum requirements for convection section performance relative to feed 
temperature 

− Forced draft design required 
− O2 trim control required, maximum O2 concentration specification 
− High efficiency motors with VFD for fans required
