1. This Authority to Construct serves as a written certificate of conformity with the procedural requirements of 40 CFR
70.7 and 70.8 and with the compliance requirements of 40 CFR 70.6(c). [District Rule 2201] Federally Enforceable
Through Title V Permit

2. Prior to operating with modifications authorized by this Authority to Construct, the facility shall submit an application
to modify the Title V permit with an administrative amendment in accordance with District Rule 2520 Section 5.3.4.
[District Rule 2520, 5.3.4] Federally Enforceable Through Title VV Permit

3. Prior to operating equipment under this Authority to Construct, permittee shall surrender NOx emission reduction
credits for the following quantity of emissions: 1st quarter - 418 Ib, 2nd quarter - 418 Ib, 3rd quarter - 418 Ib, and 4th
quarter - 419 Ib. These amounts include the applicable offset ratio specified in Rule 2201 Section 4.8 (as amended
8/15/19) for the ERC specified below. [District Rule 2201] Federally Enforceable Through Title V Permit

4. ERC Certificate Number N-1518-2 (or a certificate split from this certificate) shall be used to supply the required
offsets, unless a revised offsetting proposal is received and approved by the District, upon which this Authority to
Construct shall be reissued, administratively specifying the new offsetting proposal. Original public noticing
requirements, if any, shall be duplicated prior to reissuance of this Authority to Construct [District Rule 2201]
Federally Enforceable Through Title V Permit

5. No air contaminant shall be released into the atmosphere which causes a public nuisance. [District Rule 4102]

Approval or denial of a PERMIT TO OPERATE will be made after an inspection to verify that the equipment has been constructed in accordance with the
approved plans, specifications and conditions of this Authority to Construct, and to determine if the equipment can be operated in compliance with all
Rules and Regulations of the San Joaquin Valley Unified Air Pollution Control District. Unless construction has commenced pursuant to Rule 2050, this
Authority to Construct shall expire and application shall be cancelled two years from the date of issuance.

No air contaminant shall be discharged into the atmosphere for a period or periods aggregating more than three
minutes in any one hour which is as dark as, or darker than, Ringelmann 1 or 20% opacity. [District Rule 4101]
Federally Enforceable Through Title VV Permit

Particulate matter emissions shall not exceed 0.1 grains/dscf in concentration. [District Rule 4201] Federally
Enforceable Through Title VV Permit

The exhaust stack shall vent vertically upward. The vertical exhaust flow shall not be impeded by a rain cap (flapper
ok), roof overhang, or any other obstruction. [District Rule 4102]

This engine shall be equipped with a non-resettable hour meter with a minimum display capability of 9,999 hours,
unless the District determines that a non-resettable hour meter with a different minimum display capability is
appropriate in consideration of the historical use of the engine and the owner or operator's compliance history. [District
Rule 4702, 17 CCR 93115, 40 CFR 60 Subpart I111, and 40 CFR 63 Subpart ZZZZ] Federally Enforceable Through
Title V Permit

Only CARB certified diesel fuel containing not more than 0.0015% sulfur by weight is to be used. [District Rules 2201
and 4801, 17 CCR 93115, 40 CFR 60 Subpart 1111, and 40 CFR 63 Subpart ZZZZ] Federally Enforceable Through
Title V Permit

Emissions from this IC engine shall not exceed any of the following limits: 3.89 g-NOx/bhp-hr, 0.77 g-CO/bhp-hr, or
0.43 g-VOC/bhp-hr. [District Rule 2201 17 CCR 93115, 40 CFR 60 Subpart 1111, and 40 CFR 63 Subpart ZZZZ]
Federally Enforceable Through Title V Permit

Emissions from this IC engine shall not exceed 0.082 g-PM10/bhp-hr based on USEPA certification using ISO 8178
test procedure. [District Rules 2201 and 4102, 17 CCR 93115, 40 CFR 60 Subpart I111, and 40 CFR 63 Subpart ZZZZ]
Federally Enforceable Through Title V Permit

This engine shall be operated and maintained in proper operating condition as recommended by the engine
manufacturer or emissions control system supplier. [District Rule 4702, 40 CFR 60 Subpart 1111, and 40 CFR 63
Subpart ZZZZ] Federally Enforceable Through Title V Permit

During periods of operation for maintenance, testing, and required regulatory purposes, the permittee shall monitor the
operational characteristics of the engine as recommended by the manufacturer or emission control system supplier (for
example: check engine fluid levels, battery, cables and connections; change engine oil and filters; replace engine
coolant; and/or other operational characteristics as recommended by the manufacturer or supplier). [District Rule 4702,

An emergency situation is an unscheduled electrical power outage caused by sudden and reasonably unforeseen natural
disasters or sudden and reasonably unforeseen events beyond the control of the permittee.

This engine shall not be used to produce power for the electrical distribution system, as part of a voluntary utility
demand reduction program, or for an interruptible power contract. [District Rule 4702 and 17 CCR 93115] Federally

The permittee shall maintain monthly records of emergency and non-emergency operation. Records shall include the
number of hours of emergency operation, the date and number of hours of all testing and maintenance operations, the
purpose of the operation (for example: load testing, weekly testing, rolling blackout, general area power outage, etc.)
and records of operational characteristics monitoring. For units with automated testing systems, the operator may, as
an alternative to keeping records of actual operation for testing purposes, maintain a readily accessible written record
of the automated testing schedule.

This engine shall be operated only for testing and maintenance of the engine, required regulatory purposes, and during
emergency situations. Operation of the engine for maintenance, testing, and required regulatory purposes shall not
exceed 30 hours per calender year. [District Rules 2201, 4102, and 4702, 17 CCR 93115, 40 CFR 60 Subpart 1111, and
40 CFR 63 Subpart ZZZZ] Federally Enforceable Through Title VV Permit

The permittee shall maintain monthly records of the type of fuel purchased. [District Rule 4702, 17 CCR 93115, 40
CFR 60 Subpart 1111, and 40 CFR 63 Subpart ZZZZ] Federally Enforceable Through Title V Permit
