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Alt-fuel vehicle and infrastructure
grants open for public agencies

The Valley Air District is accepting

applications under the Public Benefit M=
Grants Program to help public agencies B

purchase new, alternative-fueled vehi-
cles.

Cities, counties, water and irrigation
districts and public educational insti-
tutions within the Valley air basin are
eligible for funding for electric, plug-in
hybrid and natural-gas vehicles.

Eligible agencies can receive up to
$20,000 per vehicle and $100,000 per
year.

The District is also seeking proposals
from public agencies for alternative
fuel infrastructure projects with a fund-
ing cap of $3 million per project.

An informational meeting to address
questions from potential applicants in-
terested in submitting a proposal will
be held at all three District offices in
