City council members and mayors from 40  Valley 
cities met on April 6, 2017, as representatives 
of the Special City Selection Committee.

These locally 
elected officials and appointees, acting as 
policy makers, ensure that implementation 
of state and federal air pollution mandates in 
the Valley is tailored to local conditions and is 
responsive to local needs.
