Did you know that burning trash and yard waste in a

fireplace or stove, outdoors on the ground, or in a burn I
barrel or an incinerator is unhealthy and illegal?

Trash often contains plastics, metals and synthetic
materials that create dangerous chemicals when burned.
Chemicals found in smoke can include lead and other
compounds known to cause respiratory problems, stress
immune systems and even cause cancer. The leftover
ash also can contain toxic pollutants that can spread into
the soil and water. As a result, Air District Rules 4103
(Open Burning) and 4106 (Prescribed Burning and Hazard
Reduction Burning) prohibit burning yard waste and
garbage.

Dispose of Waste Properly

To avoid penalties, citations and fines, the Air District
encourages you to properly dispose of these materials
through a waste collection service or at an approved
facility. Hazardous wastes, including solvents, ol

and paints, must be taken to a local hazardous waste
collection site.

Many materials may be reused or recycled. Unwanted
clothing, furniture, toys and books can be donated to a
charity, friends, school or other organizations. Take recy-
clable items to a recycling center or waste collection site.
