Plan Ahead
Book a professional drone company in your 
area at least 2–6 months in advance to ensure 
availability and ample preparation time.

Permits & Regulations
Ensure the company handles necessary FAA 
approvals and local permits.

Customization
Discuss your event’s theme, desired 
animations, and music synchronization options.

Site Requirements
Confirm the venue has sufficient open space 
and minimal light pollution for optimal viewing.
